NOTICE OF RACE 
 
 
The Brighton & Seacliff Yacht Club as the organising authority in conjunction with the South Australia Sabre 
Sailing Association Inc will  conduct the 30th National Championships on the waters of Gulf St Vincent at 
Seacliff, South Australia from 28th December 2007 to 5th January 2008. 
 
1. RULES 
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 
1.2 The prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia will apply. 
1.3 The Rule(s) of the Sabre Sailing Association of Australia Inc will apply. 
1.4 This Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions. 
 
2. ADVERTISING 

Advertising will be restricted to Category A. 
 
3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
3.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the Sabre Class which can comply with the Rules of the Class 

Association. 
3.2 The helmsperson for each yacht shall be a current financial member of a club affiliated with a State or 

National Yachting Association, and the Sabre Sailing Association of Australia. 
3.3 Eligible yachts may enter by completing the Entry Form in full, which must be lodged with the South 

Australian Sabre Sailing Association Inc, 7 Glencoe Rd, Reynella East, SA, 5161 by the closing date, 
which is 30th November 2007 and accompanied by the required fee. 

3.4 Eligibility for the various divisions shall be based on the competitor’s age on 31st December 2007 
3.5 Late entries will be accepted until the 20th December 2007 and will attract a late entry fee of $50.00

5.4 There will be a maximum of 2 races per day. 
 
6. MEASUREMENTS 
 Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate. In addition all competitors shall present their 

Sail, Foils, Spars and Hulls for scrutiny by the Regatta Measurer before completion of Registration period.  
Boats that are not presented shall not be eligible to compete unless exceptional circumstances apply, 
which are approved by the Race Committee.  All competitors shall use only one hull, sail, mast, boom, 
centre board and rudder, which shall be identified and stamped during measurement. 

  
 The competitor shall be responsible for ensuring that their boat and equipment comply with the Sabre 

Sailing Association of Australia class rules. 
 
 The Regatta Measurer, or such person as he or she delegates, may conduct random measurement 

checks on boats and equipment before, during and after the regatta at the discretion of the Race 
Committee.  

Damaged equipment may only be replaced on written request to the Race Committee.  Written approval 
may be granted if the damaged equipment and the replacement equipment is submitted for inspection 
and approval.  Applications shall be submitted at least one hour prior to the advertised start time of the 
next race.  If damage occurs during the first race of the day, equipment may be replaced between races 
provided a written request is lodged before the end of protest time for that day 

 
7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
 The sailing instructions will be available at registration.  A draft copy may be available on the Sabre 

Association web site prior to Registration. 
 
8. VENUE 
8.1 The regatta will conducted at the Brighton & Seacliff Yacht Club on the waters of Gulf St Vincent at 

Seacliff. 
8.2 The map on Attachment 1 shows the location of the club and the approximate racing area. 
 
9. THE COURSES 

The courses to be sailed will be triangular, windward return, triangular with windward finish or triangular, 
windward return with windward finish as described in the Sailing Instructions.  Gate starts will be used for 
all races unless otherwise determined by the Race Officer. 

 
10. PENALTY SYSTEM 
10.1 RRS 44.1, 44.2 and 44.4 shall apply. 
  
11. SCORING 
11.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply with the following amendment.  A boat whose entry has 

been accepted and which starts a race but does not finish shall score points equal to one more than the 
number of boats which ranked as starters in that race. 

11.2 Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.   If less than four races can be completed, 
the series will lapse until the National Championships in 2008/09 season. 

11.3 When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 
11.4 When from 5 to 7 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores 

excluding her worst score. 
 
12. SUPPORT BOATS 
12.1 Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay at least 200 metres outside areas where 

boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal to start until all boats have finished or the race 
committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment. 
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12.2 All support boats shall register with the Organising Authority before the first race of the regatta, stating the 
name of all persons aboard and the sail number of all boats they are supporting. Support boats shall be 
marked by displaying flag O of a minimum size of 400 by 500mm, conspicuously at all times. 

 
13. HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS

15. RADIO COMMUNICATION 
 A boat shall not have on board when racing any means of making or receiving radio or telephone 

transmissions. 
 
16. PRIZES 
 Prizes will be given as follows:

Senior Champion (18-39)  
 Masters  Champion (40-49)  1st to 3rd place (8 entrants or more) 
 Grand Masters Champion (50-59)  1st to 2nd place (5 to 7 entrants) 
 Veterans Champion (60-69)  1st place (3 to 4 entrants) 
 Grand Veterans Champion (70+)  No prize for less than 3 entrants (Grand Veterans 
 Ladies Champion     an exception) 

Junior Champion (under 18) 
 30th Place overall 

First Unplaced South Australian Skipper on handicap.  (Prize winners in any of the above categories are 
ineligible)  

The fleet may be divided into Divisions based on the results of the first three races including the Invitation 
race at the discretion of the Race Committee.  All Division prizes will be calculated on overall results, with 
prize winners of the Open categories being deemed as ineligible for other division prizes.  

 
17. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The 
organizing authority and the Brighton & Seacliff Yacht Club will not accept any liability for material 
damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta. 

 
18. INSURANCE 

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of 
Aus$5 million valid for the period of the regatta.  Evidence of the currency of this insurance shall be 
produced at registration, and at any other time during or after the conclusion of the regatta, if requested 
by the Race Committee.
