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Viewing photos and videos of sailing boats offers an opportunity to learn. In this shot of boats at the wing mark at Lindisfarne lots is happening.

Boat 1325 has not enough vang on . Boat 518 just behind,  is about right. These boats are also sailing way above the rhumb-line to protect their wind. If you come around behind a big bunch doing this, it is a chance to go low and catch a few.

Skipper of 1320 is sitting in the bottom of the boat which is slow as you can’t move or respond to gusts/ waves etc.1320 is also stuck going around the mark with a boat inside her. Do what ever is needed to avoid this happening as you are tactically stuck and can’t do much.

Yellow boat has nice heel to windward and is overlapped 1115 and has buoy room.

In this situation 1115 would do well to slow up. Slow up!!! You’re joking. No joke. By slowing up, 1115 avoids the situation 1320 found herself in. By slowing you can then round with speed right on the transom of the yellow boat. You can go high or just follow along but it gives you one more option. If there are a mob of boats rounding together and you are on the outside, slowing up and cutting across their transoms often lets you get in front of all of them!
The season is near upon us. Dust the cobwebs off and get ready for opening day.
